AT A GLANCE

There are 23,405 total personnel at Robins Air Force
Base, including 5,682 military members, 14,912 ap-
propriated fund civilians and 2,811 employees who
are funded by other sources. Robins has an annual
federal payroll of $1.7 billion and an annual expendi-
tures of $533 million. It also creates more than $1.31 Nonappropriated Fund employees 366
billion in jobs. Based on that data, Robins has a $3.54
